Placing Originals for Copying,
Scanning, or Faxing

Caution:
Do not place heavy objects on the document table glass and do not
press the glass with too much force.

1. Open the document cover and place your original face-
down on the glass, in the upper left corner. Move your
original about 0.04 inch (1 mm) away from the top and left
edges so all of it will be scanned.

2. Close the document cover gently so that your original does
not move.

If you need to clean the document table glass, wipe it gently with
a soft cloth.

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Placing Large or Thick Documents

When you scan a large or thick document, you can remove the
document cover.

If you need to press the document flat while you copy or scan
it, do not press too hard and be careful not to move it.

Do not use excessive force on the document cover, and do not
twist it diagonally. You may damage the document cover.

Transporting the Epson Stylus
CX5800F

If you need to ship your Epson Stylus CX5800F all-in-one,
you must prepare it for transportation by packing it in its
original box or one of a similar size.

1. Turn off the Epson Stylus CX5800F.

2. Remove any paper from the sheet feeder and close the paper
support.

3. Unplug the power cord from the electrical outlet. Then
disconnect the USB cable from the Epson Stylus CX5800F.

4. Open the scanner section and make sure the ink cartridge
holder is in the home position on the right.
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5. Secure the ink cartridge holder (print head) to the case with

tape.

Caution:

Be sure to remove the tape after installing the printer in its new

location.

6. Close the scanner section, push in the output tray extension,
and close the output tray.

7. Repack the Epson Stylus CX5800F in the original box
using the protective materials that came with it.

Keep the Epson Stylus CX5800F level as you transport it.

After transporting the Epson Stylus CX5800F, remove the
tape securing the print head, plug in the Epson Stylus
CX5800F, and turn it on. If you notice a decline in print
quality, clean the print head (see page 18); if output is
misaligned, align the print head (see page 20).

Paper out -> Load paper into
the sheet feeder, then press
the OK button.

Load or reload paper in the sheet
feeder and press the OK button to
continue.

Paper jam -> Press the OK
button.

No index sheet detected or
sheet placed incorrectly.
Correct the sheet placement
and try again.

An index sheet was not recognized
because it is not positioned correctly.
Align the top of the sheet with the left
edge of the glass. See page 10 for
details.

No photos selected or photos
marked incorrectly. Select
photos correctly and try again.

No marks are detected on the index
sheet or the sheet includes more than
one mark for an image. Remove the
index sheet, mark it correctly, and try
again. See page 10 for details.

Memory card data does not
match index sheet. Replace
the card or index sheet and try
again.

The index sheet does not match the
photos on the memory card. Remove
the card and insert the one used to
print the index sheet (see page 8), or
place the correct index sheet on the
glass (see page 10).

Paper thickness lever is set for
envelope printing.

The paper thickness lever is set to the
H position. If you are printing on
envelopes, press ¢ Start Color or
& Start B&W to continue.
Otherwise, set the lever to the

f1 L position.

Paper thickness lever is set for
printing sheets of paper.

The paper thickness lever is set to the
f1 L position. If you are printing on
paper sheets, press ¢ Start Color or
& Start B&W to continue. If you're
printing on envelopes, set the lever to
the B4 H position.

An Epson Stylus CX5800F part needs
to be replaced. Contact your local
authorized servicer or contact Epson
for a referral.
